* A maximum of two (2) songs may be played per band. Songs may be cover songs or
original recordings. All royalties are the responsibility of the band. Bands and the
individual band members agree to indemnify and hold Meade County Museum and Arts
Council, Inc. harmless for any copyright infringement or payment of royalties. Each
performance is limited to 10 minutes.

* Semi-finals will be held at the amphitheater in downtown Brandenburg on Saturday,
July 11, 2009, at 2:00 p.m. The winner in each category will compete at the Meade
County Fair on Wednesday, July 22, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. Rain dates will be July 18" for
the semi-finals and Thursday, July 23 for the finals. The winner in each category will
win $100.00 cash. The Grand Prize will be a performance at the River Heritage Festival
on September 26, 2009, and a recording package with Heartland Music.
